	FED implemented a program identification mission to the South Pacific in 1995 funded by the Secretariat for Environmental and Sustainable Development, Royal Danish Ministry of Foreign Affairs and in 1996 a proposal for the Pacific-Danish Environmental Education and Action Program Phase 1 was elaborated together with regional partners. Focus were on the following areas: 1) renewable energy, primarily wind energy, 2) the scientific and technical base on climate change issues and 3) information and awareness of climate change.

	In October 2000 did Forum for Energy and Development (FED) establish a Global Secretariat for Renewable Energy Islands. Focus is on facilitation, preparation, fundraising and information. The Danish Government has funded the Secretariat for the period 2001-2003.

	FED co-organised together with Counterpart International and GLOBE International the Symposium on Strategies for the EU, UN, World Bank, NGO and Private Sector Approaches to the Implementation of the Barbados Programme of Action, Brussels, Belgium, 10th of November 1999.

	FED made a wind training session at Engineers Training Session on Renewable Energy for Utilities organised by the Caribbean Electric Utility Services Corporation

	FED organised, funded and implemented in co-operation with Samsoe Energy and Environmental Office a project formulation mission to the South Pacific from the 21st of April to 12th of May regarding a regional wind demonstration project on Niue.

	FED have in June together with the Danish sustainable development bank Merkur launched a Climate Account that will support the promotion of renewable energy on islands in the South Pacific.

	Counterpart International, Climate Institute, the Global Commons Institute and FED co-hosted a side event at COP6 in The Hauge, The Netherlands the 13th of November 2000 regarding the special vulnerabilities of SIDS to the effects of climate change and their special potential in regard to the promotion of renewable energy world-wide. The Prime Minister from the Caribbean island state of St. Lucia delivered the keynote address with a focus on St. Lucia's pioneering role as the first nation to commit to moving away from a dependence on expensive fossil fuel imports for its energy generation.

	Based on the Pacific-Danish Environmental Education and Action Program Phase 1 from 1996, initiated and prepared by FED, the Secretariat for Environmental and Sustainable Development, Royal Danish Ministry of Foreign Affairs funded an extension of the capacity building project at the South Pacific Regional Environmental Programme (SPREP) with regard to climate change issues including a Climate Negotiations Officer for a second two-year period (2001-2002).

	FED has together with the four international NGO’s Counterpart International, Climate Institute, Winrock International and the Organization of American States launched the Global Sustainable Energy Islands Initiative (GSEII). The Initiative aims to develop and promote 100% renewable energy initiatives on Small Island Developing States (SIDS) world-wide.   



	2001 


	FED presented a project proposal to the Government of Niue for the installation of 3 x 150 kW wind turbines in the electricity grid on Niue. The Government is in the process of deciding if they will implement the project. If implemented the three (3) wind turbines will provide approximately 42% of the electricity a year, reduced CO2 emissions on Niue with 40% a year and reduce diesel imports with 40% a year.
